	Chemical Weathering
	Carbonation:

Carbon dioxide gas from the air dissolves in rain to form weak carbonic acid. This very slowly eats away at certain rocks, often creating spectacular features such as stalagmites and stalactites.

	

	
	Oxidation:

Also known as ‘rusting’, this occurs when oxygen and moisture mix with minerals which contain iron. Oxidation is accelerated (made faster) by moisture and high temperatures.
	

	
	Hydrolysis:
